A Job Description

 Jonathan was a lazy, lazy soul.  For 
years, his supervisor tried to get him to transfer 
to another division.  For years, Jonathan was 
passed by, and was content to do as little as 
possible in the position he held. 
 
 One day, Jonathan knocked on his 
supervisor’s door.  He said, “I have a new job, 
all they are waiting for is a reference from you.  
If you give me a good reference, I will be 
leaving here.”  His supervisor was overjoyed, 
but soon realized he had a dilemma.  Did he 
not owe it to the new supervisor to be honest?  
How could he write a letter of 
recommendation for the only person on his 
staff that did not work?  He wanted to be 
honest on the one hand and wanted to get rid 
of Jonathan on the other.  What to do? 
 
 Suddenly, the supervisor had an idea.  
He sat at his laptop, addressed the letter to the 
new supervisor and simply said, “I understand 
Jonathan Jones has been offered a position with 
your division.  You will be lucky if you get 
Jonathan to work for you!”  As he signed and 
folded the letter he added in his head, “You 
will be lucky if you get Jonathan to work for 
you, because he never did a lick of work for 
me.”  Problem solved!  
 
 Today’s Gospel gives our parish a job 
description.  “Whatever town you enter and 
they welcome you, eat what is set before you, 
cure the sick in it and say to them, 'The 
kingdom of God is at hand for you.'"  As I look 
around Resurrection, I see so many who have 
taken that job description seriously.  “The 
kingdom of God is at hand for you,” our 
Eucharistic ministers say as they visit persons 
who are sick or homebound.  “The kingdom of 
God is at hand for you,” say our friends who 
visit those who are in prison, offering prayer 
and instruction for those incarcerated.  “The 
kingdom of God is at hand for you,” said our 
assembly as we reached out with untold 
generosity to the people of Haiti.  “The 
kingdom of God is at hand for you,” said our 
talented and faithful youth minister Fernando 
as he brought the Gospel of Jesus Christ to our 
young.  We pray as he moves on to a new 
parish that his enthusiasm will prosper there.  
“The kingdom of God is at hand for you,” says 
our new Coordinator of Faith Formation for 
Children and Youth, Allie George as she 
prepares to work with our catechetical and 
youth ministry.  We welcome Allie to our staff.   
 
 We are blessed that she DOES work 
with us!  How good it is to proclaim the Gospel 
of Jesus Christ.  What a job description!
