Mercy

Growing up, I learned a rather skewed definition of 
the word òmercyó from a game we used to play in 
my neighborhood.  The game went something like 
this.  Person A would squeeze the hand of person B 
until person B dropped to the ground in pain 
shouting òMERCY.ó  Now, once a person shouted 
òmercy,ó his or her hand was SUPPOSED to be 
released.  I say supposed to be released because you 
could not always count on it being let go at the first 
or second shout of mercy.  Some cruel neighbors 
would crush you before letting your hand go.  You 
could never count on mercy. 
 
There are lots of definitions of mercy that I have 
learned since then.  One was òloving kindness 
toward someone who has not merited it.ó  I have 
experienced that kind of mercy frequently.  And, 
unlike the neighborhood definition of mercy, I find 
it to be dependable.  Just when you need mercy, 
mercy appears. 
 
This past week I was visiting someone who was 
dying in the hospital.  It was an exceedingly 
difficult time for me.  Two little girls came up to 
where we were seated in the family room and said, 
òYou look sad.ó  We responded that we were.  And 
they asked if they could dance for us.  Now, they 
fell more than they danced, and their movement 
was awkward, their steps unsteady.  But I will tell 
you Baryshnikov never had a more appreciative 
audience.  These two little girls showed loving 
kindness to us, and we had not merited it.  The girls 
talked with us, asked us questions, and were just so 
very kind, even inviting us to join in the dance.  
God love them!  I was once told that a mystical 
experience an experience where òyou forget that 
you are dancing, and become the dance.ó  A ten and 
a five year old were mystics that day; they became 
the dance not for themselves but for us.  We will 
probably never see those two little girls again.  We 
will probably never forget them. 
 
When we read the story of the Good Samaritan, we 
learn about mercy. Remember Jesus asking a man in 
this Gospel, òWhich of these three, in your opinion, 
was neighbor to the robbersõ victim?ó  The response 
was simple: òThe one who treated him with 
mercy.ó  It is a mercy that demands we ask, òWhat 
happened in the lives of the other two that made 
them so hardened to the needs of their brother who 
was beaten and on the road?ó  We have to say, 
òWhat has happened to harden our hearts to people 
in need that we encounter?ó  And we rely on Godõs 
mercy, which, unlike the definition I learned from 
my neighbors, is a mercy that is consistent and 
administered in loving kindness.   
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church defines works of 
mercy as:  òCharitable actions by which we come to 
the aid of our neighbors in their bodily and spiritual 
needs.ó  May we, like those children and the Good 
Samaritan extend and receive mercy.
