GOD’Ss GENEROSITY

There was a ten year old boy who grew up
in my home parish. He was a bright and colorful
lad...all boy. He loved every sport imaginable, and
took pride in every ounce of dirt his various
uniforms acquired. He was a great kid.

One summer day, this young man went for
a swim in a neighbor’s pool. For some inexplicable
reason, this young man drowned. No one else was
in the pool. There were plenty of adults. They
watched him in the pool, they saw him go under
the water, and when he didn’t come up, they tried
to rescue him, call 911, administer CPR...all to no
avail.

Well, of course the family and the
community were devastated. We offered prayer,
support and love. After the wake service where we
all told stories of our young friend, the gathering
began to disperse. Very quietly, very simply a
young friend of the deceased walked up to the
casket and said, “I love baseball. But you always
loved it more than I. Here. I miss you.” And with
that, he placed an autographed baseball, his prized
possession, in the casket.

His generosity was simple and pure. He
made no grand show, in fact he went up when there
were not too many people left. There was nothing
that he would receive in return, no promise of “if I
do this for you, you will do something for me.”
This was a purely selfless act of generosity. It is a
generosity that is addressed by today’s Gospel.

Imagine this, Jesus says. A guest arrives at
your house that you were not anticipating. You
have no food to offer your guest, so you go to the
neighbor’s house. It is midnight, and the neighbor
is surprised by the knock at the door...he’s in bed,
his kids are in bed, the house is locked up for the
night. But the neighbor has to respond. Jesus says
if the neighbor “does not get up to give the visitor
the loaves because of their friendship, he will get up
to give him whatever he needs because of his
persistence.”

God gives out of friendship. God gives the
loaves of bread freely and abundantly. God
graciously provides for our every need. Today’s
Gospel says it eloquently. Ask and you will receive;
seek and you will find; knock and the door will be
opened to you.” Ask, seek, knock and God will
respond in a good and gracious way.
